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1. DIVERSE BUSINESS ENTERPRISES (DBE) SUBCONTRACTING COMMITMENT AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
DBE  SUBCONTRACT COMMITMENT    

The DBE Subcontract Commitment outlines Contractor’s DBE subcontracting goals established for this contract for products and/or services specifically produced or performed for Company.

The DBE Subcontract Commitment must be submitted with your bid.  If this RFP has a term longer than one year, Contractor shall submit a new Subcontract Commitment annually.

In accordance with California Public Utilities Commission (“CPUC”) General Order 156, Federal PL 103-355, and Federal Title 15 - Commerce and Trade-Chapter 14A – Aid to Small Business, Contractor shall submit all documentation required by Company to report such verified Minority, Women, and Service-Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise – (hereinafter called “DBE”) expenditures in support of Contractor’s Release is awarded in connection with Contractor’s bid.

Subcontracting Commitment

In compliance with California Public Utilities Commission General Order 156, and as a Company policy, DBEs shall have the maximum practicable opportunity to participate in the performance of its contracts as follows:

     Women-owned businesses, 9.5%

     Minority-owned businesses, 19.0%

     Service Disabled Veteran-owned businesses, 1.5%
As part of Company’s effort toward achieving these goals, Company expects its contractors and suppliers (collectively “Contractors”) to utilize DBE subcontractors and sub-suppliers.  Accordingly, Contractor agrees to use its best efforts to carry out this policy in the award of subcontracts to subcontractors and sub-suppliers (collectively “Subcontractors”) to the fullest extent consistent with the performance of this Release.  

Please note that this compliance with CPUC General Order 156 is in addition to any Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) requirements.

Contractor shall require its Subcontractors to ensure that certified DBEs have the maximum practicable opportunity to participate in the performance of this Release.

The attached Diverse Business Enterprises subcontracting plan (“Subcontracting Commitment”) is a part of this Release.  Company expects Contractor to subcontract in accordance with the requirements of the Release with the same Subcontractors identified in the Subcontract Commitment.  However, if Contractor changes its Subcontractors (with Company’s approval), Contractor shall award subcontracts to DBE Subcontractors in approximately the same percentage value (or higher) as stated in the Subcontracting Commitment.

Contractor agrees to submit to Company , within 30 days of request, any other requested DBE documentation.

In an effort to meet the Federal and State goals, Company is committed to subcontracting 30% of total procurement with DBEs.  Company achieves this through direct contracting with certified DBEs and through Company’s “prime” Contractor in subcontracting.

All prospective prime Contractors must identify, solicit, qualify and negotiate with prospective DBE subcontractors.  The Contractor must ensure that each DBE Subcontractor used is verified and certified by the CPUC WMBE Clearinghouse (“Clearinghouse”) - http://www.asianinc.org/clearinghouse.html.   
For Contractors searching for DBE suppliers, use  http://docs.cpuc.ca.gov/supplierdiversity/database.htm .  
Contractor agrees to inform prospective DBE Subcontractors of their opportunity to request from the Clearinghouse a verification application form and to return the completed form to the Clearinghouse for processing and inclusion in the database.  

Monthly Reporting Requirements

Contractor shall provide to Company reports on payments to DBE Subcontractors in accordance with the Subcontracting Commitment using the Internet on-line system (http://public.sempra.com/DBESpendReporting/login.cfm ). 

During performance of work and through the term of the Release, Contractor shall provide to Company monthly “Subcontract Reports” using the Internet on-line system (http://public.sempra.com/DBESpendReporting/login.cfm ) by the 10th of each month.

The DBE subcontract dollars and statistics reported by Contractor will be included in Company’s Annual DBE Report to the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) filed every March 1st. These contractor results may also be provided to the Federal GSA.  
2.  DBE DEFINITIONS
The California Public Utilities Commission makes the following definitions in the General Order 156 for Minority-owned, Woman-owned and Service Disabled-owned businesses.

2.1 MINORITY-OWNED BUSINESS
Minority-owned business means (1) a business enterprise (a) that is at least 51% owned by a minority individual or group(s) or (b) if a public owned business, at least 51% of the stock of which is owned by one or more minority groups, and (2) whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more of those individuals.  The contracting utility shall presume that minority includes, but is not limited to, Black American, Hispanic American, Native Americans, Asian Pacific Americans, and other groups as defined herein.

Note: Foreign-owned companies operating in or out of the U.S. are not included.

2.2WOMEN-OWNED BUSINESS
Women-owned business means (1) a business enterprise (a) that is at least 51% owned by a woman or women or (b) if a public owned business, at least 51% of the stock of which is owned by one or more women; and (2) whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more of those individuals.  

Note: Foreign-owned companies operating in or out of the U.S. are not included.

2.3 SERVICE DISABLED VETERAN BUSINESS
Disabled veteran business enterprise means a business concern certified by the administering agency as meeting all of the following requirements. (a) It is a sole proprietorship at least 51% owned by one or more service disabled veterans or, in the case of a publicly owned business, at least 51% of its stock is owned by one or more service disabled veterans; a subsidiary which is wholly owned by a parent corporation, but only if a least 51% of the voting stock of the parent corporation is owned by one or more service disabled veterans; or a joint venture in which at least 51% of the joint venture’s management and control and earnings are held by one or more service disabled veterans.  (b) The management and control of the daily business operations are by one or more disabled veterans.  The service disabled veterans who exercise management and control are not required to be the same service disabled veterans as the owners of the business concern.             
Note: Foreign-owned companies operating in or out of the U.S. are not included.  

3.  SUBCONTRACT PROGRAM 
Company is committed to 30% of total procurement with Women, Minority and Service Disabled Veteran owned enterprises.  Company strongly encourages all suppliers and contractors to do the same.   

As a requirement of this Release, Contractor must submit its Diverse Business Enterprise Subcontracting Commitment.   In addition to the Subcontracting Commitment, Contractor should also submit (separately) any historical information on subcontracting compliance (procurement) performance on other contracts.   

In addition to Company's commitment to increasing DBE business opportunities, Federal and State regulations call for Diverse Business Enterprise efforts on all contracts for services of over $500,000, and construction contracts over $1 million, or whenever there is an opportunity to subcontract.  

Company also encourages Contractor’s consideration of creative solutions on all or parts of this Release with DBEs, such as joint ventures or partnerships.  

The DBE Subcontracting Commitment was an evaluative factor in the award of this Release.
