INFORMATION ABOUT THIS APPLICATION 
On March 24, 2011, the Utility Consumers’ Action Network filed 
Application No. A.11-03-015 (Application) with the Commission 
for Modification of Decision 07-04-043 so as to Not Force 
Residential Customers to Use Smart Meters. On April 24, 2012 
the Commission issued Decision (D.) 12-04-019 which modified 
SDG&E’s Smart Meter program to include an option for those 
residential customers who did not wish to have a wireless  
smart meter and set interim opt out fees. On April 24, 2012,  
the Commission consolidated this proceeding with A.11-03-014, 
A.11-07-020 for Phase 2. The Phase 2 Scoping Memorandum 
issued on June 8, 2012 provides that the Commission will 
determine the appropriate costs, cost recovery and cost 
allocation for Smart Meter Opt Out for residential customers 
and should the opt out be extended to local governments  
and communities.
